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Children often enjoy playing games with dice.

Adults could use this to develop connections between the number of dots on
a dice and counting actions.

Encouraging mathematical thinking and reasoning:




The Mathematical Journey

Counting:

e remembering the order of number words as they count

e synchronising saying one number word with landing on each square

e remembering the ‘stopping number’ so that the required number of steps are counted

Partitioning numbers:
e knowing how many more steps remain

Number recognition:
e recognising the number of dots on the dice
e associating the numeral or the number of dots with the number of jumps along the track

Relative number size:
e knowing that a bigger number means going further
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
