Children often enjoy puzzling and guessing games.

Adults could provide a bag containing assorted shapes and, when a suitable opportunity arises, encourage the children
to play a kind of game.

« using everyday language such as curved, pointy, straight, wiggly to describe shapes

* progressing to using mathematical language such as corner, side, circle, square, rectangle, triangle, oblong ...., having
analysed the properties of the shapes involved
