Small World Play !

—

( Using everyday language to talk about position and size, to compare quantities and objects and to solve problems

Children often enjoy playing in an imaginary small world environment, for example, the zoo, jungle, farm, town map, with
animals, cars, people ...

Adults could provide small world play figures and an area with separate compartments or boxes, fences, sand, etc.

The Activity

Present the animals or characters and materials to make an environment for them. Below we use the farm as an
example. Invite the children to make up a story about where the animals go. Then they might be rearranged or decide to
go elsewhere.

Encouraging mathematical thinking and reasoning:

Describing

Tell us about where you have put the animals. What's happening- where are they going now?
What a lot of cows you’ve got! How many animals do you think the farmer has altogether?
Which animals do you think you have most (least) of? How do you know?




The Mathematical Journey

Shape and space:
* positional language e.g. next to, opposite, between, behind, underneath, inside, outside...

Measures
« developing language to compare and contrast e.g. bigger, taller, much bigger, a little smaller . . .
« explaining that you can fit more sheep in a field because they are smaller..

Number:

counting and cardinality - progressing from knowing some number words, to saying one number for each object, then
knowing the number of the whole group

comparing numbers, estimating
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
