1. Black and Gold Storeys
A building has 50 storeys. 
25 of the storeys are painted black and 25 are painted gold. 
The sum of the number of gold storeys in the top half and the number of black storeys in the bottom half of the building is 28.

How many gold storeys are there in the top half of the building?

2. Forming Groups
Seventy pupils (37 boys and 33 girls) are divided into two groups, with 40 pupils in Group 1 and 30 pupils in Group 2.

What is the difference between the number of boys in Group 1 and the number of girls in Group 2?
