For example, we compared the columns with Banana, Apple, Blueberry, and Apple with Cherry, Blueberry, Banana, and Apple.  The first pattern is only different from the second pattern by the fact that a cherry replaces the second apple. Yet the difference between the answers to the two problems is from 37 to 32 (-5).  From this you can conclude that the Apple is worth 5 more than the Cherry. Leslie (a fellow classmate) and I used this strategy to find more clues. Eventually, we had enough “clues” to find the answers: Apple=14, Cherry=9, Blueberry=5, and Banana=4.
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Each of the fruit has a value between 1 and 15 inclusive.
The sum of the fruit in each row and column is shown.
