Children often enjoy keeping track of events with visual timetables and calendars.

Adults could take photos of regular events during the day with the children
to make a timetable with removable pictures.

Counting for a purpose.
Cardinal principle - the last number you say tells you how many.

Number Symbols
Recognising numerals e.g. numbers on a clock, birthday date on the calendar.

Measures - time

The vocabulary of ‘before, ‘after, ‘next’ times of the day e.g. afternoon, lunchtime, 3 o’clock. Duration of time in days or
‘sleeps’.
