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Square It

Players take it in turns to make a mark on any spot by clicking on it. (The first player makes red marks and the second player or computer makes green marks.) The winner is the first to have four marks that can be joined by straight lines to form a square. Watch out - this is not as easy as it sounds! Squares can be any size and can be tilted. 
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
