Enriching Mathematics with an Audio Commentary.

Too much writing can sometimes make mathematics a bit slow to communicate, and perhaps just a little bit boring! 

So, here’s the plan : we’ll create a sequence of slides in PowerPoint, containing helpful images and a small amount of text, like you normally do, but then we’ll add an audio commentary for our viewers to listen to while they look at each slide.

Let’s get some technical skills mastered, it wont take long, then we can concentrate on what we’ve got to say and how we’d like to say it.

· Download the PowerPoint file Template v1, open the file then Save As <your name, school and the game you’re explaining>

· The Slide Master lets us made one-off general settings. Go to View – Master – Slide Master 

· Enter your name and school at the bottom centre – that will now appear on every slide
· Go to Format – Background – Fill Effects – Two Colours. Pick your colours then 
View – Normal will get you back to the slides so you can start the real work.

Our purpose is to communicate our ideas to someone else. If possible we’d like them to see the problem-solving moves we made as well as enjoying the resulting conclusions.
So we are going to need to do some planning. On each slide we’ll need an image (might be a screen shot tidied up in Paint), and maybe a few items of text (perhaps a title for the image, a label for a feature we want to refer to, any algebra that matters, a key point), and finally we’ll need to think about the audio commentary. 
So get a piece of paper for each slide and write :

· your name and school

· the title of the presentation and the number of each slide (for example 14/23)

· Images : filenames, and description (what’s it got to show?)

· Text items :

· Audio : file name, and description (what’ll you be talking about)

To add an audio file onto a slide go : Insert – Movies & Sounds – Sound from File

Finally right click, select Slide Transition, and set Advance Slide Automatically after . . .
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
