Making strategic choices :

5. a student frames their own questions as they begin to feel for the structure in a problem context. (they do something to get started which is their choice, so occasions when they just copy a given layout or calculation wouldn’t count)

6. they can evaluate the success of a line of enquiry. (they know what their action has achieved, they can interpret results)

Utilising mathematical representation :

5. a student knows why they chose a particular form of representation and what benefit it brought to the process (for example : text interpreting a graph, table of values across an appropriate range, drawing a diagram that wasn’t already given in the initial presentation of the problem)

6. basic algebraic forms used to represent a relationship, where this clearly aids the problem solving process.

Reasoning (may include evaluating the reasoning of others):

5. a student attempts to account for something within their results by reference to the problem context being explored.

6. has some awareness of the scope for generality within the problem and reasons correctly to establish a more general result than level 5.
