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What do you need to find the number?
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There are eight clues below which you can use to find a certain number on the hundred square. What is the number?

Four of the clues are necessary to find it.

Four of the clues are true but do nothing to help in finding it.

Can you sort out the four clues that help and the four clues that do not help?

Clues:

The number is odd.



Its ones digit is larger than its tens digit. 

The number is greater than 9.

The number is a multiple of 7.

The number is less than 200.

Its tens digit is odd.

The number is not a multiple of ten. 
The number is not a multiple of 11.
