Playing the Incey Wincey Spider Game
	Resources

Game board, suitable die or spinner and counter with a spider on it. 

[Note there are two boards, one for use with an ordinary die – dotted or numbered – or spinner, the other for those numbered with just 1 – 2 – 3.]



	Activity

Start by saying the rhyme.

Two children take turns in throwing the die. 

One is the ‘sunshine’ and counts up the drainpipe and the other is the ‘rain’ counting down. 

The one who reaches the end first is the winner.



	Questions to ask

Do you know the Incey Wincey Spider rhyme?

Who is going to be the rain and who is going to be the sunshine?

Do you know the way the rain/sunshine counts?

Did the rain or the sunshine win that time?

Do you think the rain will win again when you change over?



	Possible observations

Accurate counting and careful moving of the ‘spider’.

Remembering to count up or down.

Enjoyment of the game.
