Rich problem starters - one at each Stage onto website

These do not contain submit a solution but have “Share your question or look at other people’s ideas”

Submit a question goes to a Drupal forum (one per Stage) where ideas are encouraged

We need a description such as 
“Write your initial ideas and questions here”.  We will identify some of your ideas for further discussion but you can continue to work on your own ideas if you prefer.

We animate the threads.  We monitor thread and identify up to six questions over the first two weeks which become problems on the site - as soon as we see something, we can stick it in.  Each problem starts with a reference to the starting point and has “send a solution” hidden.  Each problem has a link to a new thread on Drupal where discussion is encouraged.

Again I think this needs an intro statement not only with the problem but about the spirit of discussion and solution giving.

We monitor threads – our problem threads and original question thread – and contribute. 
Eventually we transfer stuff from the thread to the solution.

NB in original thread people may continue to work on their own ideas and it is possible for users to set up their own thread – though not linked to things on the site.  That is, there is nothing to stop a person creating a new thread of their own.
