Starting from a point diametrically opposite Jack's starting point, Jill dances anticlockwise, making one revolution every six seconds.

How many times do they pass each other in the first minute?

2. Washing Elephants
Mary and her older brother Nigel look after elephants in a zoo.
Mary takes 50 minutes to wash an elephant and Nigel takes 40 minutes to wash an elephant. If they wash an elephant together, how long will it take them?

Give your answer in minutes.
