Each stamp Tom bought cost him £1.10, whilst Sophie paid 70p for each of her stamps. Between them they spent exactly £10.

How many stamps did they buy in total?

2. Little Goldbach
Both 4 and 8 can be written as the sum of two prime numbers: 
4 = 2 + 2
8 = 5 + 3

How many numbers less than 20 cannot be written as the sum of two prime numbers?
